Health or Injury Emergency Response Guidelines

If you discover a health or injury emergency:
1. Call the Christian Science nurse: ext 5000 College / ext 3590 The School.
1. Call a Christian Science practitioner for a Christian Scientist. 
1. Call Campus Security: ext 5111 College  /  ext 3111 The School.  
1. Do not move any seriously injured person unless there is danger of further injury (i.e., fire, water, traffic).
1. Stay until help arrives, keeping the individual calm and comfortable.  

Christian Science Nursing Care:
1. Christian Science nurses are on duty 24 hours a day while school is in session to respond to any care need.   Call ext  5000 College (Cox Cottage) / ext 3590 The School (Campus House).  Provide the location, who needs assistance, what appears to be the problem, and if any special equipment is needed.  

Call 911(in addition to above) when:
1. Persons have stopped breathing.
1. Persons are unconscious and a critical health challenge is apparent.
1. Persons request 911 assistance. 
1. Be prepared to give your exact location, the nature of the incident, who is involved, what the need is, who you are, and your phone number, then call Campus Security: ext 5111 College  /  ext 3111 The School to report  911 call. 
1. Until the emergency responders arrive, if you are trained to do so, administer first aid, CPR or AED, as appropriate, using personal protective equipment (PPE).
