         Hostile Intruder Response Guidelines

“No weapon formed against His own Shall prosper nor come near.” 
Christian Science Hymnal, from Hymn 347


A hostile intruder may be a student, employee, or stranger; may be unknown to teachers, administrators, or staff; does not produce identification when asked; ignores authority figures; may appear distracted, angry, or nervous; may be carrying a large bag possibly concealing weapons; may be wearing heavy clothing, such as an overcoat or large jacket which could be concealing a weapon; may run past without identifying him or herself; may be displaying a weapon.

If there is a threat of violence from a hostile intruder:
· Call 911 and Campus Security ext. 5111 College / ext. 3111 School. Provide as much information as possible including a description of the intruder and type of weapon, if any.
· Do not approach the intruder or intervene in a dangerous situation.
· A lockdown/shelter-in-place order will be issued (at the School by voice and P/A system; at the College by voice and an undulating siren followed by instructions in voicemail).
· Everyone in hallways or open areas is to seek shelter in the nearest room.
· A silent evacuation should be considered if it can be conducted safely.
· Lock and barricade doors, close windows and window treatments, turn off lights.
· Everyone is to remain quiet and not enter hallways or open areas.  Separate and crouch down in areas that are out of sight from doors and windows.
· Should the fire alarm sound, do not evacuate the building unless:
· You have firsthand knowledge that there is a fire in the building, or
· You have been advised by Police/Campus Security to evacuate the building, or
· There is imminent danger in the immediate area.
· Stay put until you hear an all-clear from someone in authority.

The following announcement will be made twice in a calm voice using the P/A system, voice, or bullhorn:
Attention, Attention
At the School: Teachers + house parents, secure your classrooms and dorms!	
At the College:  Faculty + resident counselors, secure your classrooms and dorms! 

Once local emergency service authorities arrive, the College/School Incident Commander will coordinate any information or assistance with them.  Only trained law enforcement personnel should attempt to perform a methodical search of the buildings in which the hostile intruder is located.

In an emergency The Principia will communicate as quickly as possible with parents to report on their son/daughter. Parents should wait for that call rather than calling in and tying up the phone lines.
